Tony Vincent started teaching fifth grade in Omabha,
Nebraska twelve years ago when it wasn’t so easy to
publish online. Knowing that students were motivate  d to
see their work on the Web, Tony first had students  write
their book reviews on Amazon.com. Later his student s

Planet 5th. They published writing, photos, journal s, art, videos, and more. Planet 5th became so
popular that it received thousands of hits from aro  und the world. In 2004 Tony became
Willowdale Elementary’s technology specialist. He w  orked with students in grades kindergarten
through five and their teachers to integrate techno logy. He developed Radio WillowWeb in 2005,
making it the first podcast from an American elemen tary school. Tony left regular teaching at
Willowdale to become an independent consultantin 2 006. While he misses his former school, he’s
had an amazing few years. He has worked with teache rs and students from around the world.
Tony co-wrote Handhelds for Teachers & Administrato  rs, a book about handheld computers,
iPods, and podcasting.
